A SYMBOLIC ALTAR

Using a Day of the Dead – Dia de los Muertos – book, make an altar to remember and celebrate the legacy of Cesar Chavez.  An altar can include items and photographs associated with Cesar E. Chavez, civil rights, the environment, the struggle for social and economic justice and one or more of Cesar’s core values:

1. Service to Others – Service that is focused on empowering others.

2. Sacrifice – Sacrifice to endure great hardship for others.

3. A Preference to Help the Most Needy – A concerted effort to help the most needy, the most dispossessed, the most forgotten people in society.

4. Determination – Determination that human beings can prevail against all odds.

5. Non-Violence – Invoking non-violence as the most powerful tool for achieving social/economic justice and equality.

6. Acceptance of all People – Create community, and actualize democracy.

7. Respect for Life – Respect for the land, all people, and all other forms of life.

8. Celebrating Community – Valuing equity and responsibility to and for one another.

9. Knowledge - The development of critical thinking and constructive problem solving skills.

10. Innovation – Creativity to solve problems.
